1.0 Use of our web-sites or Services  constitutes your acceptance of these terms and conditions, which take effect immediately on your first use of our web-sites or Services. You agree to review these Terms and Conditions of Service periodically to be aware of such modifications and your continued use of these services  shall be deemed your acceptance of the modified Terms and Conditions of Service. You agree that these standards for notice of changes are reasonable. You acknowledge and agree that Cornishlight may deny you access to its services without prior notice if you engage in any conduct or activities that Cornishlight in its sole discretion believes violates any of these Terms and Conditions of Business, violates the rights of Cornishlight or is otherwise inappropriate for continued use of its services.

1.2 Cornishlight, offers Internet World Wide Web page design, hosting and related services to its clients. These terms and conditions of business set forth the basic rules which apply to Cornishlight’s Services.

The Client will not forward enquiries or potential bookings originating from any of our Websites to a third party including former Clients of Cornishlight.

1.4 By using Cornishlight’s Services, a client agrees to comply with the Terms and Conditions of

Cornishlight will not commence initiation of transfer of IPStags until all outstanding charges  are paid.
Cornishlight shall without prior notice cease hosting a domain name(s) 30 days from and including the expiry date of notice to terminate given upon non payment of charges by the due date,  or 30 days from the date of termination if earlier notwithstanding that the Customer has not found an alternative host for the respective domain name(s).

 1.11b) The charges by Cornishlight for its services are expected to change from time to time. Cornishlight reserves the  right to change its charges without notice. Errors and Omissions Excepted.

You acknowledge that we are entitled to alter the amount or the basis of the calculation of our charges from time to time, provided that such amount or basis is clearly stated at the time when you agree to take the relevant  service, or renew such Service. We may add new or ancillary services from time to time which require the payment of fees - either to us or a nominated third party - on terms which will be provided to you at the time.

1.17 The Quotation does not include a secure server or any other means of accepting cash on-line

1.18 Colour proof copies of your pages, accessible on a temporary URL, will be supplied for your written approval prior to uploading to their permanent URL on the server which will take place upon receipt of the remainder of the quoted price. 

1.19 Cornishlight from time to time may offer at its discretion  No Obligation Trial Listings on its various sites. Such offers if made are one time only. They do not include a links to external sites.  At the end of the trial your listing will be taken down immediately if payment  for the forthcoming year has  not been received. 

1.20 Without exception the few other Cornwall web-sites with any significant  traffic charge for links, as do most other web sites. The Quotation does not include purchasing a link from any other site, or for a review for inclusion from any other site , or for payment of any annual fee for inclusion, or for inclusion on paid listings  sites and their kind. 

1.21 Timescale. A temporary frontpage will be uploaded to your webspace as soon as your order is received. Your whole site should be on-line in less than a month from then.

1.22 Should you decide to move your domain from the server on which it is hosted or parked you are entirely responsible for arranging such move and all costs incurred therein will be at your expense.

DOMAIN NAME REGISTRATION 

2.1 We make no representation that the domain name you wish to register is capable of being registered by or for you or that it will be registered in your name. You should therefore not assume registration of your requested domain name(s) until you have been notified that it has or they have been registered. Any action taken by you before such notification is at your risk. 2.9. Agents. Registrant agrees that if this Registration Agreement is completed by an agent for the Registrant, such as an ISP or Administrative Contact/Agent, the Registrant is nonetheless bound as a principal by all terms and conditions herein, including the Dispute Policy. 

2.10. Limitation of Liability. Registrant agrees that Cornishlight shall have no liability to the Registrant for any loss Registrant may incur in connection with Cornishlight 's processing of this Registration Agreement, in connection with Cornishlight 's processing of any authorized modification to the domain name's record during the covered period, as a result of the Registrant's ISP's failure to pay either the initial registration fee or renewal fee, or as a result of the application of the provisions of the Dispute Policy. Registrant agrees that in no event shall the maximum liability of Cornishlight under this Agreement for any matter relating to domain registration exceed Two Hundred United States Dollars (US$200). 

2.11. Indemnity. Registrant agrees, in the event the Registration Agreement is accepted by Cornishlight and a subsequent dispute arises with any third party, to indemnify and hold Cornishlight harmless pursuant to the terms  and conditions contained in the Dispute Policy. 

2.12 You agree that if you transfer a domain name away from our services to another Internet Provider, we will not be responsible for paying any domain name fees or renewal fees

2.13 You agree that if you request to transfer a domain name to our services you are responsible for ensuring that the annual registration fees are paid for the domain name before and after the transfer takes place, direct to the Central registrar (or your previous ISP), unless you receive a written invoice from us for such fees;

You agree to accept responsibility if a domain name lapses for non-payment as a result of your failure to contact us in writing by surface mail in these circumstances.

2.18. If you fail to pay any part of your domain name fees within the agreed credit terms, we will have the right to cancel your domain name, or let it lapse, or at our discretion sell it or assign it to any other party including ourselves to dispose of as we see fit, without further notice to yourselves. In these circumstances you authorise us to act as your agents in removing your details from the domain name records.
3. THE SEARCH ENGINES/ DIRECTORIES

3.1 .You understand that Search Engines/Directories usually take  8 weeks or longer  to index your site, if at all. Some have not indexed any new sites or pages for over 8 months .Inclusion in a Search Engine’s database does not guarantee a high rank for your pages for your chosen keywords. Many now charge to have your site reviewed without any guarantee of inclusion within their databases. Many are charging an annual fee to remain in their database. This quotation does not include for submission to those Search Engines/ Directories that charge a review fee Nor does this quotation include for such annual fees. 

3.2 You also understand and accept that search engine positioning is not, despite the claims made by some, an exact science and we cannot guarantee a high rank for your site for your chosen  keywords. Indeed it would be extremely foolish to do so. You also understand and accept that prominence can go down as well as up.  

3.3 You understand that the traffic to your site depends not only on its prominence with the Search Engines, but also on many other factors such as; its content, what the sites about, and how widely it is advertised in other Media.

4 RIGHT OF REFUSAL 

4.1
We reserve the right to refuse to register your chosen domain name or to delete your registration within 30 days  of payment being received without assigning any reason whatsoever. In this event we agree to refund your fees

4.2 Cornishlight reserves the right to reject or decline an application for listing on any of its web-sites, or any other of its Services at any time without assigning any reason whatsoever. Cornishlight also reserves the right to not to offer renewal for any listing on any of its web-sites, at any time ,without assigning any reason whatsoever. Cornishlight reserves the right to refuse any request for, or renewal of , any other service provided by  Cornishlight, including web design, hosting, search engine submission, at any time ,without assigning a reason. 

 5.1 Cornishlight has extensive goodwill reaching back six years to its launch date arising from the high standard of accommodation and service provided by listings.

5.2 Complaints over the standard of accommodation are unheard of.  In 6 years only two complaints have come to our attention,  both minor, and due to slow communication rather than standard of service. Both were very quickly resolved to both parties' satisfaction.

5.3 Though Cornishlight is not an Accommodation,  Letting or Booking Agency we do nonetheless take complaints  very seriously. Since your contract is with the accommodation provider in the unlikely event you have a complaint you should bring it to their attention. 6.1 These terms and conditions supersede all previous other written and oral communications, representations, understandings, or agreements with regard to the subject matter and shall prevail notwithstanding any variance with terms and conditions of any order submitted. A waiver or modification of these terms and conditions shall only be effective if in a writing signed by Cornishlight. 7. SEVERABILITY . 

7.1 In the event that any term of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable by judicial decree or decision, the remainder of this Agreement shall remain valid and enforceable.

7.2 PROMOTIONAL

Cornishlight shall be allowed to make reference, including text and imagery, in promotional or marketing material to goods or services supplied.

8 GENERAL


8.1 These Terms and Conditions comprise the entire agreement between you and Cornishlight and supersede any prior agreements, arrangements or representations made by either party relating to the Service.


8.2 These Terms and Conditions shall be governed by the laws of England and Wales and both parties submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales.

8.3 The failure of Cornishlight to exercise or enforce any right or provision of these Terms and Conditions shall not constitute a waiver of such right or provision.


8.4 If any provision of the Terms and Conditions is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid illegal or unenforceable, such provision shall be deemed to be deleted and the other provisions of the Terms and Conditions shall remain in full force and effect.


8.5 You may not assign, transfer, sub-contract or re-sell the Service or any of your rights and obligations under this agreement.


8.6 A person not a party to this agreement has no rights under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to rely upon or enforce any term of this agreement.

8.7  The relationship between Cornishlight and You is not one of a legal partnership relationship, but is one of independent contractors. This Agreement shall be construed as if both parties jointly wrote it.
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
